p'ers and bulkhead slips where 8,000 cubic yards of spoil ould be removed from a 68,356
s uare foot area. Completion of the proposed dredging w uld result in the removal of 10,043
c bic yards of spoil within an area of 86,053 square feet (1.98 acres) from the waters of Back
C eek. Spoil from all areas would be barged to and deposi ed at the Pasadena Boatel Spoils Site.

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~he project site lies in or adjacent to EFH as described un~er MSFCMA for Scollthalmus
aquosos (windowpane flounder) juvenile and adult; Pomatomus saltatrix (blue fish) juvenile and
a~ult; Paralicth~s dentatus (summer flounder) juvenile and adult; and eggs, larvae, juvenile, and
afult stages of Sciaenolls ocellatus (red drum), Scomberomorus cavalla (king mackerel),
Scomberomorus maculatus (spanish mackerel), and Rachvcentron canadum (cobia), all managed
species under the MSFCMA. !

The project has the potential to adversely affect EFH or the species of concern by loss of
nprsery, forage and/or shelter habitat. The project may hare an adverse effect on Essential Fish
Habitat as described under the Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act
fqr the species and life stages identified above. However, the District Engineer has made a
preliminary determination that site-specific impacts would! not be substantial and an abbreviated
consultation will be conducted with NMFS. This determi'1ation may be modified if additional
idformation indicates otherwise and would change the prel[minary determination.

Tpe decision whether to issue a permit will be based on ani evaluation of the probable impact
iqcluding cumulative impacts of the proposed activity on t~e public interest. That decision will
reflect the national concern for both protection and utilization of important resources. The benefit
which reasonably may be expected to accrue from the proposal must be balanced against its
rtjasonably foreseeable detriments. All factors which may pe relevant to the proposal will be
considered including the cumulative effects thereof; among those are conservation, economics,
attsthetics, general environmental concerns, wetlands, cultural values, fish and wildlife values, flood
h¥ards, flood plain values, land use, navigation, shoreline I erosion and accretion, recreation, water
supply and conservation, water quality, energy needs, safety, food and fiber production, and, in
g~neral, the needs and welfare of the people. I

T~e Corps of Engineers is soliciting comments from the public; Federal, State, and local
a&encies and officials: Indian Tribes; and other interested ~arties in order to consider and
evaluate the impacts of this proposed activity. Any comments received will be considered by the
Cbrps of Engineers to determine whether to issue, modify, Icondition or deny a permit for this
p~oposal. To make this decision, comments are used to as~ess impacts on endangered species,
historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects, and the other public interest
factors listed above. Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental Assessment
aJ1d/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the INational Environmental Policy Act.
Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing and to determine the overall
pUblic interest of the proposed activity. I

other pertinent factors must be received by the District Engineer, US Army Corps of Engineers,
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Baltimore District, PO Box 1715, Baltimore, Maryland 21230-1715, within the comment period

Broening Highway, Baltimore, Maryland, 21224, within t;e comment period as specified above.
It should be noted that CZ Division has a statutory limit of 6 months in which to make its
cbnsistency determination. The applicant must obtain any State or local government permits,
which may be required. i
