LOCATI O\ In forested nontidal wetlands and unnamed tributaries to St. John Creek and
Hungerford Creek at Lusby, Calvert County, Maryland.

WORK: The applicant proposes, in accordance with the enclosed plans, to construct a two lane
1.2 mile, 36-foot to 58-foot wide road called the Lusby Southern Connector, impacting a
total of 1.037 acres of wetlands and streams. The proposed work includes widening of MD
Route 2/4 for acceleration/deceleration lanes by installing a 96 linear feet of 24-foot
span by 10-foot rise precast concrete open bottom arch; installing 93 linear feet of
14-foot 11-inch span by 1i-foot 2-inchrise elliptical structural plate pipe; installing
102 linear feet of 36-inch corrugated polyethylene pipe with an 8-foot by 12-foot riprap
inlet protection apron and a 14-foot by 20-foot riprap outlet protection apron; and
installing 150 linear feet of 27-inch reinforced concrete pipe with a 10-foot by 20-foot
stone outlet protection apron. The project i s proposed tOo impact approximately 43,012
square feet of forested nontidal wetlands and a total of 2,177 square feet along 522

linear feet of stream for road slope fill totalling 1.037 acres of impact to forested
nontidal wetlands and streams. All work IS to be completed In accordance with the
enclosed plan{s). |f you have any questions concerning this matter, please contact Mrs.

under the requested pernit.

gui del i nes promul gated by the Adm nistrator, U S. Environnental Protection A?ency, under authority of Section 404 of
the dean Water Act. Any person who has an interest which may he adversely affected by the i ssuance of this permt may
request a public hearing.
