THE PURPOSE OF THIS PUBLIC NOTICE IS TO SOLICIT COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC ABOUT THE WORK DESCRIBED BELOW.
AT THIS TIME, NO DECISIONHAS BEEN MADE AS TO WHETHER OR NOT A PERMIT WILL BE ISSUED.

The Baltinmore District has received an application for a Departrment of the Arny permit pursuant to Section 10 of the
R vers and Harbors Act of 1899 and Section 404 of the Oean Water Act (33 U.5.C. 1344), as described bel ow

LOCATION: In Piney Point Creek at Piney Point, St. Mary's County, Maryland.

WORK: The applicant proposes to dredge by mechanical method a 60-foot by 1,000-foot entrance
channel extension to -5.0 feet mean low water. The resulting approximately 4,800 cubic
yards of silty sand is to be deposited in an upland (non-wetiand) disposal site within a
farm field on the applicant's property; to create approximately 40,000 square feet of
tidal marsh along approximately 2,650 linear feet shoreline sections by depogziting
approximately 500 cubic yards of sloped, clean select sand fill stabilized with Spartina
alterniflora and 5. Patens, averaging 15 feet wide, and 2,500 linear feet of low-profile
stone sill, averaging 10 feet wide, with 14 openings to extend no more than 30 feet
channelward of the approximate mean high water (MHW) shoreline; and to repair, in place,
an existing 6-foot by 150-foot pier with a 6-foot by 106-foot "L" walkway and an 80-foot
by 38-foot covered boathouse elevated 51 feet above the approximate mean low water
level, to extend no more than 150 feet channelward of the approximate MHW shoreline.

The purpose of the proposed project is improved navigational access. All work is to be
completed i n accordance with the enclosed plan(s). |If you have any questions concerning
this matter, please contact Mrs. Kathy Anderson at (410) 962-5690.

The Magnuson- St evens Fi shery Conservation and Managenent Act (MSFCMA), as anended by the Sustainabl e Fisheries Act of
1996 SPubI ic Law 04-267), reguires all Federal agencies to consult with the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS)

on all actions, or proposed actions, pernmtted, funded, or undertaken by the agency that nay adversely effect
essential fish habitat (EFH). The project sire liesin or adjacent to &4 as described under xgrFcMa for Scopthalmus
aguosos (windowpane flounder) juvenile and adult; Pomatomus sailtatrix (blue fish) juvenile and adult; Paralicthys
dentatus (summer flounder) juvenile and adult; and eggs, |arvae, juvenile, and adult stages of Sciaenops ocellatus
(red drum), Scomberomcrus cavalla (king nmackerel], Scomberomorus maculatus (spanish mackerel), and Rachvcentron
canradum (cobkia), managed speci es under the MSFCMA.  The project has the potential to_adversely effect E£F5 or the .
tpecizs Of concern by loss Of spawning, nursery, forage and/or shelter habitat. The Baltrinmore District has determne
tﬁat the adverse effécts of this project would not be substantial and an abbreviated consultation will be conducted

with NvMFS., No mitigative neasures are recommended to minimze adverse effects on EFH at this time. This

The deci si on whether to issue a permt will be based on an_eval uation of the probabl e i npact including cumil ative

i npacts of the proPosed activity on the public interest. That decision will reflect the national concern for both
protectionand utilization of inportant resources. The benefit which reasonably nmay be expected to accrue fromthe
proposal must be bal anced against its reasonably foreseeable detrinments. Al factors which nay be relevant to the
proposal will be consideredincluding the cumul ative ef fects thereof; anong those are conservation, econom cs,



aest hetics, general environmental concerns, wetlands, cultural values, fishand wildlife values, flood hazards, fl ood
plai n val ues, land use, navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water suppl%/ and conservation, water
qgual ity, energy needs, safety, food and fi ber production, and, in general, the needs and wel fare of the peopl e.

The corps of Endineers is soliciting comments fromthe public; Federal. State., and | ocal aagencies and officials;

I ndian Tribes; and other interested-partiesin order to-consider and evaluate the inpacts of this proposed activity.
Aty comments received will be considered by the Corps of Engineers to determine whether to issue. nodify, condition or
deny a permt for this proposal. To nmake this decision, cooments are used to assess inpacts an endangered speci es.
historic properties, WAter guality, general environnental effects, and the other public interest factors |isted above.
Comments ire-used in the preparation-of an Environnental Assessnment and/or an Environmental |npact Statement pursuant
to the National Environnmental Policy Act. Comments are al so used to deternine the need for a public hearing and to
determ ne the overall public interest of the proposed activity.

The applicant is required to obtain a water quality certification in accordance with Section 401 of the O ean Wter
Act from the Maryl and Department of the Environnment. Any witten Comrents concerning the work descri bed above which
relate to water quality certificationnust be received by the Standards and Certification D vision Maryl and Depart nent
of the Environment, Mont gonery Park Business Center.

The 401 certifying agency-has a statutory limit of one
year to make its decision.

The applicant has certified in this applicationthat the progosed activity conplies with and will be conducted in a
manner consi stent with the Maryl and Coastal Zone Program This certificationstatenent is available for inspectionin
the District Ofice; however, public comments relating to consistency nust be received by the Coastal Zone Divi sion,
Maryl and Departrent of the Environnment, Montgomery Park Business Center, 1800 Washi ngt on Boul evard, Suite 430,
Baltinore, Maryland, 21230-17c8, within the comment period as specified above. It should he noted that ¢z Division
has a statutory limt of 6 nonths in which to make its consistency determ nation.
