A light at Edmonston and Beaver Dam Rd. would help with safety for our community.

We need a turning light at Beaver Dam Rd. or more will be killed!

We need a traffic light at Edmonston and Beaver Dam Rd. so no accidents happen and end
up getting someone killed.

There should be a turn lane at Beaver Dam and Edmonston with at least 10’ lanes and
with traffic light. Four lanes of traffic with a narrow turn lane and no light will not work.
Someone is going to get hurt or killed. I worked for [a construction company] for 42 years
which built a lot of roads between Washington and Baltimore. I have a good idea what
will be safe.

Put a light please at the Beaver Dam Road.

Southbound 201 (Edmonston) is a hazard to make a left turn onto Beaver Dam Rd. The
flow of traffic is too large for the small lanes. Coming off Beaver Dam to make a left
southbound into 201 is almost impossible between 5:30 am — 9:00 am. It is too dangerous
for everyone to use the intersection during rush hour. Something needs to be done!!

Beaver Dam Road. I think there should be a left turn lane added on Edmonston Road with
a left turn light put in with a turn lane. Time it so you can turn left onto Beaver Dam
Road. As of now it takes up to 10 to 15 minutes to turn left onto Beaver Dam Road during
rush hour. Need a light [to] go the way they got it please.

Our wish is to have a traffic light at the intersection of Beaver and Edmonston, which is
very complicated to access during peak traffic hours. And the lighting on Edmonston.

[A community member brought a poster to the meeting depicting an accident with the
label “201@ Beaver Dam Rd.” See Figure 1 below.]

After the local community meeting, SHA and
USACE met on February 6, 2024, to discuss the
concerns raised about the MD-201/Edmonston
Rd. intersection at Beaver Dam Rd.

SHA recommended that turn lanes be included
in the design of the Proposed Action.

From a traffic modeling perspective, there are
not enough vehicle counts to justify a light at the

Edmonston/Beaver Dam intersection.
