MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT: US Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) Approved Jurisdictional Determination
in accordance with the “Revised Definition of ‘Waters of the United States™; (88 FR
3004 (January 18, 2023) as amended by the “Revised Definition of “‘Waters of the
United States’; Conforming” (8 September 2023)," NAB-2025-00300-M54
(Ameresco/Glen Burnie Landfill Solar Project/Approved JD).2

BACKGROUND. An Approved Jurisdictional Determination (AJD) is a Corps document
stating the presence or absence of waters of the United States on a parcel or a written
statement and map identifying the limits of waters of the United States on a parcel.
AJDs are clearly designated appealable actions and will include a basis of JD with the
document.® AJDs are case-specific and are typically made in response to a request.
AJDs are valid for a period of five years unless new information warrants revision of the
determination before the expiration date or a District Engineer has identified, after public
notice and comment, that specific geographic areas with rapidly changing
environmental conditions merit re-verification on a more frequent basis.*

On January 18, 2023, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Department
of the Army (“the agencies”) published the “Revised Definition of ‘Waters of the United
States,”” 88 FR 3004 (January 18, 2023) (“2023 Rule”). On September 8, 2023, the
agencies published the “Revised Definition of “‘Waters of the United States’;
Conforming”, which amended the 2023 Rule to conform to the 2023 Supreme Court
decision in Sackett v. EPA, 598 U.S., 143 S. Ct. 1322 (2023) (“Sackett”).

This Memorandum for Record (MFR) constitutes the basis of jurisdiction for a Corps
AJD as defined in 33 CFR §331.2. For the purposes of this AJD, we have relied on
Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 (RHA),° the 2023 Rule as amended,

1. SUMMARY OF CONCLUSIONS.

a. The review area is comprised entirely of dry land (i.e., there are no waters such
as streams, rivers, wetlands, lakes, ponds, tidal waters, ditches, and the like in
the entire review area and there are no areas that have previously been
determined to be jurisdictional under the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 in the
review area).

The Corps received a request for an approved jurisdictional determination (AJD)
on 27 May 2025 for the subject site located at 200 Dover Road Northeast, Glen
Burnie, Anne Arundel County, Maryland. The information provided in the request
package supplied by Coastal Resources, Incorporated (Inc.) included a vicinity
map, wetland delineation map, photograph log, and wetland determination data
forms.

On 12 September 2025, the Corps conducted a site visit of the entire
approximate 0.4-acre area of review as identified in Figure 1. The review area is
in the Atlantic Coastal Plain physiographic province of Maryland and
encompasses a solar array overtop of a capped (plastic sheet and clay) landfill.

The soil within the area of review is mapped as Udorthents (UfG), refuse
substratum. This soils type is considered well drained and consists of land
previously used for refuse disposal, characterized by alternating layers of fill
material (U.S. Department of Agriculture, Natural Resources Conservation
Service, WebSoil Survey, 2024). According to USFWS NWI, a nontidal palustrine
emergent wetland is mapped within the are of review. However, soil profiles
observed during the site visit found no hydric soil indicators, no hydrophytic
vegetation, wetland hydrology indicators or surface waters. Drainage features
onsite did not possess consistent bed and bank features, an ordinary high-water
mark, wrack lines, or sediment sorting which would indicate evidence of a
relatively permanent water.

Based on field observations, supplemental information reviewed by the Corps,
and in accordance with the protocol contained within the 1) Atlantic and Gulf
Coastal Plain Regional Supplement and 2) 1987 Corps Delineation Manual, the
Corps did not observe any areas containing hydrophytic vegetation, hydric soils,
wetland hydrology indicators, or relative permanent waters within the
abovementioned area of review. The Corps has determined that the area of
review includes only dry land and no jurisdictional waters of the United States.

(39.187354, -76.601971). The review area for the AJD is approximately 0.4-acre and
is outlined by the red line in Figure 1.
