The proposed Mahoney Business Park is located, on the south side off Interstate 81 (I-81) and State Route 54 (SR 54) in Mahoney and
Ryan Townships, Schuylkill County, Pennsylvania.

The site is primarily an open top ridge associated with the abandoned Bendinsky Airport and old coal mining activities. The open ridge
represents the divide between the Susquehanna and Delaware Rivers. The habitat of the open area (old airport) transitions from bare
mineral soil to grassland around the abandoned runways. Wetlands 4-6 and Quarry ponds 1-5 are located in these areas. Around the
perimeter and the northeast portion of the site the site slopes down from the flat top ridge and transitions into a scrub shrub forested
complex. Wetlands 1&3 (there is no wetland 2) and streams 1 and 2 are located on the western slope.

Quarry ponds 1-5 and wetlands 4-6 are byproducts of man-made actions upon uplands. Because of past earth disturbances, most of the
study area was left without positive surface drainage with the only sources of hydrology being provided by surface water and ground
seeps that were exposed by previous coal mining activity and the airport. Stormwater and/or seep discharges have pooled in these areas
for a sufficient time to allow for early successional hydrophytic vegetation to become established into the wetland. Quarry Ponds 1-5
have no surface outlet as the area around the perimeter slopes up abruptly. Piles of stone still exist around the mining area. Wetlands 4-6
drain to the west, however, the drainage pattern is lost just prior to the western slope. Wetlands 1 abuts stream 1 and 2 and wetland 3 has
a drainage channel that flows to the confluence of stream 1 and 2 just prior to flowing into a culvert that goes under I-81. The stream
then flows out of the culvert on the north side of I-81 and parallels I-81 flowing southwest. It then flows under Burma Road through a
culvert and flows into an active coal mine (the coal mine is located on the attached “Wetland Features — Figure 2”). The waterway flows
through a portion of the mining site to an area surrounded on three sides by high walls and goes subsurface. As a result, the stream does
not have a surface connection to a navigable water of the United States.
